This is a hands-on, flexible, interactive program to help parents develop techniques and practices necessary for their children’s school success.  Materials can be sent home for individual use by a parent and/or work well in small groups. No more than 12 to 15 people recommended per group.

NECESSARY TRAINING:


No training is required; however, it is available if desired.

STRENGTHS:


A focus on home setting teaches the young child development of language skills and understanding.  Parents will also help children acquire knowledge of content (shapes, colors, numerical concepts, alphabet recognition, and critical thinking skills).  It is written on a 2nd and 3rd grade reading level, and is fun and easy to use.

WEAKNESSES:


While the program is divided into different levels of learning skills, it is quite expensive.  It may be cost prohibitive for those with limited funding.

Costs:  Range from $1099 per package to $2325.  There are numerous additional materials that can be utilized including videos, games, parent books, magnets, etc. with a wide variance in prices.
