EFFECTIVE BLACK PARENTING PROGRAM

DESCRIPTION:


The Effective Black Parenting Program is a culturally relevant program adapted to meet the needs of African American families.  It is culturally sensitive to African American families and their unique history in this country.  The program teaches general parenting strategies while incorporating the Black culture.  The culture consists of dealing with racism, discrimination and prejudice, the strengths of Black families, and unique language and customs of African American people.  The extended family is highlighted and applauded for the strength and survival of Blacks through a traumatic history. 

TARGET AUDIENCE:


The program targets parents of children from 2 to 18 years of age.

PRESENTATION SCHEDULE [Time and Format]:


The class version is 15 weeks of 3-hour sessions.  The last session is a graduation, the bigger the celebration the better the memory. 

NECESSARY TRAINING:


Five intensive days of training are required.  Thirty-five hours of actual class time is required for the instructor.

STRENGTHS:


Trainer’s see a variety of different facilitation styles, are comfortable with the curriculum, and able to replicate it while keeping the integrity of the program.  The experiential training of instructors allows freedom to ask questions and make the program uniquely theirs.

WEAKNESSES:


Prejudging the time to learn the class has been one of the major weaknesses of the program.  A one-day seminar is not conducive to parents learning the actual skills.  They need time (a week) to practice, return for feedback while learning to implement the skills.
